THE GUIDELINES FOR THE USE OF THE PRAYER ROOM

Location: 3™ Floor of NST Main Hall, Kakuma Campus, Kanazawa University

Opening Hours: Service available during the entire year; excluding the days when the building is
off limits for entrance exams or planned power outage, so on.

Eligible Users: All students enrolled and staff of Kanazawa University, who daily use NST
facilities, and need prayer or meditation time for religious reasons.

Toilet: nearest toilet is located outside the room on the right where washing space and
washlet are provided.

CQibla: The direction is indicated perpendicular to the curtain, towards the door side of the
room.

Facilities: a shoe rack (outside), a shelf and a mirror (female area), a vacuum cleaner.

General Principles:

It is strictly forbidden to use the Prayer Room for any purposes other than praying or
meditation.

Please arrange the shoes neatly in the shoe rack before entering the Prayer Room.
Please wait quietly outside the room if not enough space in the Prayer Room.

Please do not eat in the Prayer Room, and only bring in bottled water to drink. The room
must be left clean and tidy and free of any food, drink or wrapping papers.

Please do not use your cell phone in the prayer room. If it is important that you receive
your calls, place your phone on vibrate, and take the call outside the prayer room. Please
respect the requirement for a peaceful, quiet atmosphere.

The curtain available is separating men and women spaces where men space will be in

front of women space. These spaces should be respected by all users.

While praying congregationally, please keep a narrow line of the left side free, for letting
newcomers and ladies to enter the Prayer Room.

Do not use any implements, props, or musical instruments in worship.

The use of fire, including lit candles or incense, is not permitted in the Prayer Room.
Please keep the room and wash areas neat and tidy and remember to take all your

belongings with vou when you leave. You are responsible for looking after your own
personal belongings. Kanazawa University is not responsible for any lost or stolen items.
If there are somebody who do not respect the above principles, the manager may ask the
person to leave the prayer room and/or close the room until the problem is solved.

Facility Manager: International Student Advisor for the College of Science and Engineering.
Selected members from the International Student Committee of GSNST are in charge of the
daily management of the prayer room.
